As the fi rst step towards this vision, we are in the process of buying a large property 
in central Colchester.  Grace House will be about learning and growing in a ‘safe’ 
family environment.  It will be for those who have hit rock bottom. Unashamedly 
coming from a Christian perspective, Grace House will be open to those of all faiths 
or none at all. Living as part of a family unit, individuals will be supported through the 
healing process and helped to develop  independent living and employment skills 
with a view to re-entering mainstream society.
